sations for organic farming and will final-
ly provide rural organic producers with 
access to the local market. We strength-
ened our support to the environmental 
education center Puntondo on Sulawe-
si and clarified our engagement in the

programme.

Sisyphus?  He is the mythological King 
of Corinth, condemned by the gods to 
spend eternity rolling a massive boulder 
up a mountain. Each time he reaches the 
summit the rock escapes him, rolls back 
down the mountain, and Sisyphus must 
begin again… Yes, this past year we cer-
tainly faced the occasional Sisyphean 
challenge! Our intensive efforts to secure 
financial support from the tsunami fund 
for reconstruction for our coastal swamp 
forest programme remained unsuccess-
ful. Good news came only towards the 
end of the year: the British non-profit 
organisation Oxfam agreed to support 
a part of the programme, namely a pilot 
study for sustainable palm oil. The study 
will develop the foundation for a transfer 
of palm oil concessions from swamp  
areas to fallow land.

The highlight of 2007 lay not in the tro-
pics, but in Rheinau in Zurich’s Weinland. 
In our constant commitment to preserve 
biodiversity, PanEco partnered with the 
Gen Au Rheinau association to stage 
“1001 Gemüse & Co.”, a vegetable and 
produce market, held on the 8th and 9th 
of September. The festival showcased 
crop diversity and was a feast for the 
senses. It was also an expression of 
appreciation for the great achievements 
of generations of farmers in breeding and 
cultivation in harmony with nature.  
PanEco will be on board again for the 
next “1001 Gemüse & Co.“ on the 6th and 
7th September 2008! 

We are pleased about the formation and 
successful accreditation of LeSOS, which 
emerged out of PPLH Seloliman. It is one 
of the first Indonesian certification organi-

SOCP:  
The New Population Needs Protection 

Vet Rachmad Wahyudi with baby 

orangutan Ugo Blanco. Rachmad 

has worked for three years in the 

quarantine station and in 2007 

took over its management. Among 

his responsibilities are regular 

health checks of each orangutan 

and documentation of their reco-

very. His team consists of nine 

members: three animal handlers, 

three watchmen, one gardener, a 

cook and, most recently, the baby-

sitter Ayub.

Since 2002, a total of 92 animals were 
released in the Bukit Tigapuluh national 
park – a solid foundation for the new 
orangutan population. Thanks to good 
monitoring by ranger patrols about 75% 
of the released apes have survived. The 
park and its new inhabitants should be 
given even more effective protection with 
the addition of a buffer zone in 2008. 

Leuser, the male orangutan released at 
the end of 2004, is today blind on account 
of a bullet wound and has been assigned 
to permanent care in one of the new 
long-term holding cages. Leuser was 
severely injured by 64 shots fired from an 
air rifle. The SOCP brought the incident to 
the attention of the mass media, where 
it caused a sensation. So it was that the 
case landed in the highest court in Jakar-
ta and attacks on an orangutan were, for 

the first time ever, punished by impri-
sonment! Five other orangutans that had 
injured themselves in their new-found 
freedom had to be returned to the qua-
rantine station for medical treatment. 

The arrival of the two orangutan babies, 
Ugo Blanco and Miriam, once again 
demanded 24 hour baby care from the 
quarantine team. Ugo Blanco’s mother 
died during the birth in Bukit Lawang. 
Miriam’s mother, a female orangutan out 
of the Malaysian group, died three  
months after giving birth due to the 
symptoms of a sudden and unexplained 
illness. Thanks to the excellent care, the 
two young animals are doing very well 
and can hopefully look forward to an 
independent life in the wild.

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Nature Conservation

Batang Toru and Suaq Balimbing: 
Treasures of Evolution

The Batang Toru forest contains the 
largest population of Sumatran orang-
utans south of Lake Toba, numbering 
between 600 to 800. This forest harbours 
a remarkable biodiversity: due to the 
ruggedness of the terrain combined with 
varied soils there is a complex mosaic 
of microhabitats and vegetation types. 
Besides orangutans, Sumatran tigers, 
tapirs, sun bears and countless yet undis-
covered animal and plant species can be 
found. The upper area also comprises 10 
forested watersheds that are of prime 
importance for the extensive farmlands 
and industries in the lower lying areas. 
Despite its value, only 20% of the Batang 
Toru forest is under protection. The status 
of the remaining forest permits commer-
cial exploitation of any kind. The extent of 
mineral deposits are currently being geo-
logically investigated. 

PanEco has been active in the region 
since 2006 facilitating a process towards 
getting the Batang Toru forest and its 
orangutan population protected, and a 
collaborative management system set up 
with the local governments and commu-
nities. The main stakeholders from the 
region Tapanuli were taken on a study 
tour to Kalimantan to learn about new 
methods of forest management and pro-
tection that can be carried out in partner-
ship with the communities. Local working 
groups have been established and dis-
cussions are currently taking place with 
the District and Provincial government on 
the necessary steps to achieve a status 
change for the Batang Toru forest from 
production forest to protection forest. 
Besides the conservation lobby work, 
research on this unique orangutan popu-
lation is ongoing in the forest.

The 

study of nest building and tool use 

provides important findings on the 

needs of wild orangutans that are 

also important for their protection.
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Nature Conservation

Coastal Swamp Forests of Aceh: 
First Precise Field Data

Important milestones were reached in 
the struggle to save the last peat swamp 
forests on the west coast of Aceh. These 
forests in the Tripa, Singkil and Kluet  
regions are very valuable: they harbour 
high biodiversity, act as a natural coastal 
defence and provide fresh water reser-
voirs vital for the livelihood of the local 
population. 

Precise field data have for the first time 
been collected: PanEco and YEL, together 
with specialists, conducted a scientific 
assessment of the Tripa peat swamp 
forest. This provided very interesting 
findings: the peat layer is much thicker 
than expected – in some places, values 
of between four and five meters were 
recorded. These results confirm that the 
peat swamp forests contain huge carbon 
stocks. Therefore, PanEco is developing a 

carbon programme exploring the volun-
tary market where local communities will 
be financially rewarded to restore and 
conserve their forests.

A pilot study for sustainable palm oil was 
initiated to explore alternative sources of 
income for the local population in order 
to reduce logging pressures on the peat 
swamp forest. The study should illustrate 
to decision makers the feasibility of 
environmentally and socially compatible 
cultivation of fallow land and provide far-
mers with the basic knowledge required. 
The government of Nagan Raya and the 
palm oil company PT. Socfin Indonesia 
have each provided 50 hectares of testing 
ground. Aligning the needs of the partici-
pating local farmers with the demands of 
the palm oil industry will be the greatest 
challenge.

The governors of Aceh, Sulawesi 

and Amazonas (Brasil) present the

Governments and NGOs from over 

180 nations were represented at 

the conference in December 2007. 

This important international event 

provided an excellent opportunity 

to highlight the importance of, and 

threats to, the last peat swamp 

forests of Aceh and to make 

important contacts.

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Sustainable Development

Eco-Tourism: 
First Steps in Aceh

PanEco and YEL, in cooperation with 
the local government of Singkil and the 
Ministry of  Tourism in Jakarta, organised 
a two-day conference in Singkil on eco-
tourism development in Southwest Aceh. 
Specialists from Africa, Asia and Europe 
used case studies to illustrate the pros 
and cons of tourism to local decision 
makers and representatives of leading 
travel organisations. Enthusiastic discus-
sions among the over 200 participants 
led to the compilation of a catalogue 
of measures and indicators to review 
tourism development. A working group 
was formed to implement the measures, 
which include development of a tourism 
masterplan and training programmes.

The attractive Pulau Banyak island group, 
30-50 km west of Singkil, is one of the 
regions to be focused on. In addition to 

coral reefs with diverse marine fauna, the 
islands are the breeding place for three 
endangered sea turtle species. This fra-
gile ecosystem is currently under extreme 
threat from destructive practices such as 
dynamite fishing and egg collection.  
These can only be halted if alternative 
sources of income are created for the 
local population. Therefore, PanEco  
supports the development of know-how 
for responsible tourism alongside its 
nature conservation projects. 

Ecotourism represents a promising 
instrument for the sustainable deve-
lopment of remote regions with unique 
natural heritage. In this spirit, PanEco is 
also supporting a new elephant trek to 
connect the elephant camp in Tangkahan 
with the orangutan observation center in 
Bohorok.

The 

monitoring programme can now 

be started – the first of its kind on 

Sumatra.
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The two Mobile Units continued to make 
the rounds in 2007, travelling along the 
west coast of Aceh in communities sur-
rounding orangutan habitats. Almost 500 
people took part in seminars on a range 
of environmental issues. Participants 
included representatives of private busi-
nesses, governments, universities and 
non-governmental organisations. 

The Mobile Units received support from 
religious leaders and local public health 
officials in the areas of health protection 
and promotion. The central message was 
that a responsible management of re- 
sources is the best health protection. 
Sustainable waste management was the 
main theme that the units delivered to 
schools. Some 200 students learned first-
hand how they could contribute to a more 
careful handling of waste and resources.

PanEco and YEL, together with the Rare 
and USAID-ESP organisations, carried out 
a campaign in Singkil to raise awareness 
among the local government and popu-
lation of the need to protect the Singkil 
peat swamp forest. Marketing tools such 
as posters, songs and performances were 
used to deliver conservation messages 
in a positive and fun way. The campaign 
utilized the orangutan as a charismatic 
flagship species. The goal was to appeal 
to people on an emotional level, genera-
ting an increased sense of pride in their 
unique natural heritage.

In Medan, the environmental education 
team visited international schools and 
inspired audiences to such an extent that 
a number of successful fundraisers were 
started by students in support of orang-
utan sponsorship.

Nina Müller and Marianne Gmünder,  
graduates of the Zurich University of 
Applied Sciences ZHAW in Wädenswil, 
spent two months working in the center’s 
fields as part of their diploma work. 
Together with Indonesian students from 
the University of Sumatra Utara USU 
in Medan they carried out a number of 

experiments. They tested different feeding 
methods in the fish farm and examined 
nutrient uptake in vegetable cultures. 

There was considerable success in attract- 
ing the main target group of farmers from 
the region to the work of the center for 
organic farming. The rural population is 
very interested in finding alternatives to 
costly conventional cultivation. The first 
two farmer cooperatives were founded. 
The team from PPLH Bohorok will support 
them with targeted training in the field. 

School classes of various age groups 
from Medan regularly visited the center 
and the surrounding region, in order to 
see how the concepts of organic farming 
are put into practice.

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PPLH Bohorok: 
Center for Organic Farming Opens its Doors 
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The team of the PPLH Seloliman has for 
years supported various women’s pro-
jects in Seloliman and the surrounding 
villages. Their successes speak for them-
selves. 

In Surabaya, Rosa, Nur, Jayanti and Heni 
market the products supplied by organic 
farmer cooperatives in the region. They 
deliver to around 40 regular buyers who 
place orders every week for vegetables, 
fruit or rice. The team of dedicated women 
publicises their services using the radio, 
pamphlets and presentations at events or 
shopping centers. The increasing demand 
provides daily encouragement to the 
farmer groups in the villages. PanEco 
financed the construction of this PPLH 
branch as an urgently needed marketing 
platform for organic products.

One women’s group from Balemkambang 
has demonstrated great initiative and a 
pioneering spirit in producing different 
types of chips. The delicious banana and 
spinach chips are sold alongside cassava 
and maize cakes in the market or small 
shops. Part of the proceeds are reinvested 
into infrastructure such as cooking equip-
ment or packaging material. The PPLH 
Seloliman provides technical assistance 
when any problems arise. 

The self-employed women artists in Sem-
pur make beautiful envelopes, cards and 
decorative notebooks out of hand-made 
recycled paper. They finish off and refine 
their products with materials found in 
nature. These pretty articles make perfect 
presents and are also available through 
PanEco.

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PPLH Seloliman: 
Women in Action
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In July 2007, core themes for the next 
years were defined at PPLH Puntondo. 
First priority will be given to raising  
awareness for the sustainable use of 
natural resources that provide the liveli-
hood of coastal inhabitants. Therefore, the 
team of the PPLH in collaboration with 
the Makassar Institute of Marine Biology 
started a programme to regenerate the 
habitat of the coastal region. 

Topics that will be worked on are the pro-
tection and reforestation of mangroves, 
as well as protection of the coral reefs 
with the involvement of the local popula-
tion. To prepare the environmental edu-
cation center for higher visitor numbers, 
the infrastructure will be improved, its 
offerings tailored more to the needs of 
schools, and its contacts with the popula-
tion deepened. 

Traditional fishing methods are being 
promoted together with fishermen from 
the region. Four fishing platforms (called 
"bagan" in Indonesian) were constructed 
using a combination of indigenous fishing 
knowledge and financial support from 
PPLH Puntondo. These platforms enable 
fishing with nets that is far less harmful 
than trawling: the fish are sorted by the 
fishermen and any small fry caught in the 
nets are transferred into breeding basins 
situated right next to the bagan. 

Mutual trust is the foundation for such a 
valuable exchange of knowledge. A night 
time visit to a bagan is an attractive addi-
tion to the activities on offer to guests at 
the PPLH.

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2007 the Swiss environmental education 
center UBZ NeulandWeinland was mar-
ked by changes in terms of personnel 
and structure. Two thirds of the activities 
offered in the annual programme were 
held by summer. The sheep shearing 
alone attracted 130 visitors! Additionally, 
six excursions with school classes were 
carried out and – for the first time – four 
holiday daytrips for children on the topics 
of beavers and sheep. The autumn proved 
to be somewhat calmer and allowed for 
important work in the background to set 
the course for the future. 

The core themes and target groups were 
redefined while drawing up a new com-
munication concept. The thematic focus 
will now centre on agriculture. The deci-
sion was reached given the opportunity 
for the UBZ NeulandWeinland to use the 

adjoining organic farm with dairy sheep, 
the "Bungerthof", for environmental edu-
cation. Past events, such as the sheep 
shearing, had also generated a great deal 
of interest. More offerings in the areas of 
forest and water will round up the pro-
gramme.

In terms of target groups, the UBZ Neu-
landWeinland will increasingly focus on 
school classes and long-term partner-
ships will be sought with schools in the 
region. The systematic development of 
modules for the core themes was finally 
agreed on at a workshop. Apart from dia-
logue with schools, the form and content 
of the modules will be enhanced through 
an exchange with specialists from insti-
tutions such as the Entlebuch Biosphere 
School and the Zurich University of Tea-
cher Education.

The opportunity 
was seized by representatives from the 
Weinland and nearby German commu-
nities, but also by approximately 3000 
enthusiastic visitors. “1001 Gemüse & 
Co.” represents a meaningful statement 
in support of diversity and against mono-
tony in agriculture. 

PanEco organised this inaugural festival 
of biodiversity together with the Gen Au 
Rheinau association. Both organisations 
share the long-term goal of anchoring  
the festival as a regular event in the re- 
gion. Its success has clearly demonstra-
ted that this is a step in the right direc-
tion. The next “1001 Gemüse & Co.” is 
already being planned for September 
2008 – and PanEco is once again on 
board!

At lunch, PanEco and the Gen 

Au Rheinau association invited 

representatives of the cantonal 

government, as well as the spon-

sors to a gala dinner.
